Recruitment of foreign students

Foreign students can be accepted for studying if:

· they have a visa or immigration card (karta stałego pobytu) or another document which allows them to enter the territory of the Polish Republic

· have good health proven by a medical certificate

· have purchased a health insurance in case of sickness or emergency for the time of studying in the Polish Republic
1. Foreign candidates are obliged to pass entrance examination, that is, a review of home works and practical examination.
2. Foreign candidates are obliged to submit documents listed in the information package (the xerocopy of the passport instead of the xerocopy of the identification card) 

3. Besides, foreign candidates should submit:

a) a document confirming that the foreign secondary school diploma which entitles them to enroll in a higher education institution is equivalent with the Polish secondary school matura examination. The confirming document should be issued by Polish offices for education, Kuratorium Oświaty.

b) a confirmed statement about the Polish language knowledge sufficient to follow the course of studies/a certificate of Polish language abilities (the statement can be issued by Akademia Sztuk Pieknych we Wrocławiu)
4. In exceptional cases the Candidate may be accepted for sitting the exam on the basis of the portfolio, not the real works.
The decision about accepting the portfolio is made by the dean.

The Faculty’s Examination Board decides about accepting the Candidate for the practical examination.

5. The Foreign candidates take the practical examination during the same days as all candidates.

6. The number of points obtained for the successive stages of the exams (in accordance with the Faculty’s decision) qualifies the Candidate for studying at the Academy of Art and Design in Wrocław.

7. The foreign students who have received the scholarship of the Polish government  and foreign students who pay the “foreign currency fee“ are accepted off the numerical limits sets for Polish students.
8. The number of foreign students may not exceed 20% of the number of Polish students accepted to study on the first year 2008/2009.

9. Polish citizens who have completed the secondary school abroad and Polish citizens who live abroad should comply with the recruitments rules for the secondary school graduates who live in Poland and have Polish citizenship.

10. Foreign candidates and Polish citizenship candidates who live abroad may be accepted to the competitive entrance examination on the basis of their secondary school’s statement that the certificate of the secondary school final examination will be issued at a later date, however, not later than before the academic year commences.
