In addition, I’d like to introduce to you a special technique which 
offers lots of new experimental opportunities: originating from rural folk art, reverse glass painting has inspired artists 
like Wassily Kandinsky, Paul Klee or Gabriele Münter to create modern works and is still used by contemporary artists like 
Gerhard Richter. This technique is characterized by its particular intense colour brilliance caused by light refraction and
