2. For whom is the competition?

The competition is open for students and doctoral students from Glass Department of the Academy of Fine Arts and Design in Wroclaw.

3. INTERPRETATION (concept)

„There are billions of objects made by glassmakers during the past 5000 years. Each one of them has a reason to have been create. 

I believe the first ancient glassmakers was very much alike us.  Curious, experimenting, trying the limits of the material and technology. Their technical achievements were not based only on the scientific knowledge and perfect measuring devices, but also on visual sense, past errors, venturous findings - rules were set upon practical experience.

Alongside all that each ancient item we admire today, fulfilled a particular role.  Each one  carried a tale, acted in the role of history, displayed virtuosity of making, or were once everyday use objects. Functional, ornamental, religious … artistically perfect in appearance and meaning.

The theme of the exhibition INTERPRETATION calls you to find a historical glass object. Objekt that somehow has a resonance for you and  bring it into focus once again. Research that object, find out as much is possible about it and document your findings for exhibition. Together with your own object  the interpretation brings the historical piece into a new light, new era. 

Create a piece, collection or installation that transfers your findings into a contemporary context, in some way fulfilling the same role as the selected object. This can be a new territory  to investigate, take risks, extend your material understanding and skill base. 

Document the process you will go through and be prepared to show it together with your work“.

4. The rules of participation:

2)The submission for application must contain:

* A CV  maximum one page A4 

* Data of the artist – first name, surname, year of birth, complete address, telephone,  e-mail, website  + name of the tutor if applicable 

* Photos of the work and photos of the process of making, photos of the source of inspiration  (300 dpi, format jpg, shortest side minimum 20 cm)
* Photo of the artist

* Caption for the photos (title of the work, materials, techniques, dimensions of the piece(s), name of photographer – with rights to publish the photos in the catalogue and for promotion of the exhibition .doc)

* Explanatory text accompanying the artwork in in english (max 2 pages A4 .doc)

* Explanation of how the work(s) should be exhibited: on stands (height, size), on the wall, hanging, specific lighting conditions  etc
5) Prize

The results will be announced on 27 April 2015.

Jury will be selected 5 works whose authors will participate in post-competition exhibition in Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia and participation in the workshops of glass in Estonia: Olustvere 10-15 June 2015.

The organizers will cover transportation costs works, finalists and accommodation in Estonia (self-catering).
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
